The extensive show provides an insight into each
artist's distinctive practice, whilst revealing the diversity that is unique to the Arts Project studio”.

The exhibition will feature a salon of over 200 recent artworks created by artists that currently work at Arts
Project. Over 400 people visit the gallery for the Gala opening each year and Arts Project expects to break local
visitation records in 2015 as it welcomes more visitors from the local community. Artworks are available for sale
at the opening and throughout the show and can be taken home at the time of purchase.

Prices range from $50 up to $1000, with many of the public and collectors arriving early to secure an original
one-off artwork at great prices.
