POLAROID PROJECT – A SIGNIFICANT  40th

ANNIVERSARY COLLABORATION 
Polaroid Project is an in-depth collaborative project between 
celebrated Melbourne based artists Alan Constable and Peter 
Atkins. 

This significant exhibition sees both artists responding to a 
collection of twelve original Polaroid cameras and packaging 
manufactured in the 1960s and 1970s. 

Presenting a shared interest in the reinterpretation of existing 
forms, Polaroid Project offers the viewer an opportunity to 
experience the complimentary ways these diverse artists 
view their distinctive worlds through an installation of twelve 
pairings of work – twelve ceramic cameras by Alan Constable 
accompanied by twelve sculptures by Peter Atkins reflecting 
their packaging. 

“Polaroid Project, which brings together Peter Atkins’ re- 
creations of Polaroid camera packaging and Alan Constable’s 
versions of the cameras found within those boxes, 
demonstrates the continued relevance of how artists engage 
with the objects of consumer culture fifty years after the 
advent of Pop Art” says Alex Baker, Director of 
Fleisher/Ollman Gallery in Philadelphia.
