Arts Project Australia presents a new exhibition Somewhere in the city, opening Saturday 13 June from 3-

exhibition that places the work of our studio artists alongside the work of other Australian and International
contemporary artists in our Northcote gallery space.

From quiet, overlooked
corners of the metropolis, to the drone of rush-hour traffic and city crowds, the artists navigate shared spaces
and the structures that form them.

Curator Karra Rees says, “Representing not only the physical structures that we use and inhabit, viewers also
become privy to private moments in public spaces through aspects of the artists’ internal meditations, which
mutate, mould and colour their cityscapes to the beat of individual experience”.

The exhibition brings together work by Arts Project artists Boris Cipusev, Miles Howard-Wilks, Kate Knight, Gavin
Porter, Charlie Sofo and Terry Williams, with work by artists from Australia and overseas: Junebum Park
(GALLERY HYUNDAI), Liesl| Pfeffer, Shannon Smiley (Hill Smith Gallery and THIS IS NO FANTASY + Dianne Tanzer
Gallery), Charlie Sofo (Darren Knight Gallery) and Kensuke Todo (King Street Gallery).
